The presented study follows the question of the influence of the patrons on the careers of the Early Modern 

clergy based on an analysis of the careers of 137 clerics evidenced in eight Liechtenstein domains in north 

Moravia and Silesia in the years 1764–1767. Examining the origin of the priests, their professional structure and 

their careers, the author identifies the main factors, which produced rather closed circles of priests-clients, 

careerwise dependent on local patrons, at the great nobility domains.

Wollman’s Drama Fridland 

Ideological Controversies over the Dramatic Presentation of the Wallenstein Topos  

 
The paper surveys Fridland, the hitherto unpublished drama by the Czech Slavonic scholar Frank Wollman 

(1888–1969), considering the context of ideological arguments which followed the attempt to publish its text and 

put it on stage. This dramatic chronicle interspersed with balladic ingredients whose genre varies between scenic 

and book form stirred polemics against the contemporary interpretations of the historical figure, either the 

scholarly inference as a traitor collaborating with the Germans (Josef Pekař), or the artistic construct as 

Schillerian prototype of a Romantic tormented hero (František Zavřel). Fairly instrumental in the ensuing ban of 

print was, among others, an ideological polemic by Václav Stejskal, a young Marxist critic whose claim that 

Wallenstein could not be “today’s hero” nor did he represent the “Czech spirit” conforming to the ideological 

and aesthetic norms of socialist realism.

Reflecting eyewitness experiences from 1945–1989  

 
The study inquires into the events, which took place in Czechoslovakia in 1945–1989, through the perspective of 

their witnesses. The research was performed by the students of the university in Ostrava within the subject 

Twentieth Century Totalitarian Regimes in Europe, using the oral history method. Students approached their 

relatives and acquaintances and requested them to freely speak about their memories. The goal of the research 

was to offer the students a different perspective on the events than allowed by their lecturer’s academic 

instruction. The author confronts the results with an on-going discussion on the character of communist 

dictatorship.

Possibilities and Boundaries of One Concept in Historiography 

 
The study reflects the genesis of the study of microhistory since the 1970s. It describes the circumstances of its 

emergence and focuses on the most important representatives, as well as on the key works and reaction to them 

in international context. It devotes a special attention to studies dedicated to the Early Modern Period and lists 

key themes, biographies of individuals, and basic issues of this concept: decreasing the range of research, 

relationship of the quantitative and qualitative, the term “exceptionally normal”, and the return to narrative. 



Finally, the author shows the limits of this historiographic trend for the study of the Early Modern Period and 

that not only in general but specifically within the framework of the Czech research.

The study, which was originally published in 1968, analyzes two cadastres (from 1501 and 1584) of the 

Provencal village Alleins. Based on these documents connected with taxation the author attempts to describe not 

only the economic structure of the inhabitants at the chosen period but also its dynamics and capture the 

processes, which stood behind the changes, which took place in Alleins. The work reflects limitations connected 

with the given type of sources, which in course of mutual comparison inform only about mass events, expressed 

quantitatively and captured by statistics.
